      The financial statement to show a balance of £22685.31 as at 30.04.21 on the three PC accounts – Approved.   
17) Planning  

         a)  Ref No: 7/2021/2139 – Extension of existing caravan park & associated infrastructure - Bassenthwaite Lakeside Lodges – no objection to the lodges but the access roads are inadequate and require updating/surfacing with extra passing places being created.  Also, the two junctions of the Scarness roads with the A591, both have very poor visibility and need improvement to cater for the increased traffic.  
           The following grant of planning permission was noted;

b)  Ref No:  7/2021/2085 – amendment to design for new lean-to sunroom to south elevation &  change of roof material to the new building extension, condition 2 on planning permission ref. 7/2020/2017 for conversion of existing barn to dwelling and new detached garage & workshop – North Row Old Barn, Bassenthwaite – Approved 29/04/21             

18) Reports 
      No reports received.
19) Highways  
      Allerdale Borough Council advised that they had now received a quotation from ENW to connect a new light to replace the light at Cooper Dub.  The cost was £6168.95 plus vat to connect a new column and a new column to be installed would be £1200.00 plus vat.  Allerdale asked if the parish council would be willing to contribute by paying the £1200.00 plus vat. The parish council agreed to pay the £1200.00 plus vat.  
      An email from the Bus Infrastructure Officer advised that they would be carrying out a bus panel site meeting to consider the location of an existing bus stop on the A591 near the junction with School road, and look at a possible alternative location.    

      The following highway issues were noted; sunken drain on The Rake, a tree on the Ireby road requires trimming, there is water running across the Bassenfell road, hedges along north row are overgrown & encroaching on the road, the Scarness Bridge requires repairing (would be beneficial if the parapet walls were lowered to aid visibility).            
20) Parish Council Vacancy
      Coral Grace was co-opted on to the council and signed the declaration of acceptance of office and completed the register of disclosable pecuniary interest paperwork.   
21) Dog Fouling
      Dog fouling in the parish was discussed and it was noted that this was an ongoing problem even though dog waste bins have provided and notices displayed.  Dog owners were asked to be responsible and pick up after their dogs!  Allerdale Borough Council will consider prosecution if photographic evidence can be provided and the dog owner identified.  
22) Parish Play Area
      New shackles have been purchased for the swings and will be fitted shortly.  It was agreed to replace one of the existing swings with a toddler seat – prices to be obtained.

      Cllr Stephens advised that he had written to the Land Registry to request they update   their current records including contact details etc.
